U.S. IMMIGRATION AND CUSTOMS

A valid passport is required for entry into
the United States and must be shown on arrival.
Under the Visa Waiver Program, visas are not
required for citizens of Andorra, Australia, Austria,
Belgium, Brunei, Denmark, Finland, France,
Germany, Iceland, Ireland, Italy, Japan,
Liechtenstein, Luxembourg, Monaco, the
Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, Portugal,
San Marino, Singapore, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden,
Switzerland, and the United Kingdom, if they
have a passport for vacation, transit, or business
purposes for a stay not exceeding 90 days and, if

through United States embassies or consulates
abroad, or contact the nearest airline office. The
U.S. customs or immigration officer at the port of
entry grants permission to enter and approves the
length of the stay.

Visitors arriving in the USA by air will
receive a Customs Declaration Form on the
aircraft. This must be completed and given to
Customs and Immigration Inspectors on arrival.
If visitors arrive in the United States by land,
they will need to state their nationality and orally
declare foreign purchases at a U.S. border crossing.

DRIVING INFORMATION

Texas is an enormous state, and it is often
desirable for visitors to have the use of a car to
explore it, for public transportation is scarce if you
are not in a major city. It is easy to rent a car when
you arrive; you will need to have a valid driver’s
license and an International Driving Permit.

Despite the state’s vast size, distances really
present no problem, for all parts of Texas are
served by one of the finest highway systems in
the nation. Nine interstate highways crisscross the
state, and they, along with the well-maintained
network of first-class state roads, will take you
where you want to go quickly and easily.

As a bonus, you're never far from a highway
rest area. Texas pioneered the idea of parks along
the highway, and today more than 1,000 roadside
rest areas, picnic areas, and scenic turnouts invite
motorists to take a break and relax for a few min-
utes before driving on. More than 100 rest areas
have rest rooms, and some have “infoboards” that

Drivers must be at least 25 years old in
order to rent an automobile in Texas (some com-
panies may rent to drivers aged 21 to 24 for an
extra fee) and must present a valid driver’s license
and an International Driving Permit. Texas law
requires that drivers and front-seat passengers use
safety belts and that children up to the age of four
years be restrained by safety seats or harnesses.
The law also states that all children under 17
years old must be secured with a safety belt, or in
a child safety seat, whether they are sitting in the
front or back seat. A fine of up to $200 may be
levied for failure to use safety belts as prescribed.

Any containers of alcoholic beverages must
be carried in the trunk of the car. The penalties for
driving while intoxicated are severe. The best rule
is for those who plan to drive to avoid alcohol
altogether.

The speed limit on rural interstate highways
in Texas is 112 km per hour (70 mph) or lower,
as signed, and 96 km (60 mph) or lower in urban
areas. A right turn with due care is permitted at a

red light after a full stop, unless specifically
prohibited by a sign stating, NO RIGHT TURN
ON RED. It is illegal to pass a school bus from
either direction if it is stopped or about to stop
and has its hazard lights flashing.

When driving, always be aware of the
direction you want to go, since highway signs are
often limited to the road number plus the direc-
tion—for example, Interstate 35 NORTH.

SAFETY

When you travel in Texas, just as when you
travel anywhere, you should remain alert and

aware of your surroundings. The State of Texas
employs an emergency phone line accessed by
dialing 911. There is also an emergency line for
motorists: 1-800-525-5555. An operator will send
someone to assist you.

ALCOHOL CONSUMPTION LAWS

The minimum legal age for consuming
alcohol in Texas is 21 years, and the law is strictly
enforced. A Texas ID card or driver’s license is
required to purchase alcohol; however,
a passport may be accepted as proof of age.
Do not drink and drive—the penalties for driving
under the influence of alcohol are severe.

FOREIGN CURRENCY EXCHANGE

All major banks in Texas can exchange
foreign currency notes at the current rate for U.S.
dollars; note that a commission may be charged.
However, for convenience, visitors to Texas are
encouraged to carry their funds in the form of
U.S. dollar traveler’s checks and dollar bills.
Traveler’s checks in various denominations of U.S.
dollars are widely available at banks and financial
institutions throughout the world, and in the
United States they are easily exchanged for local
currency wherever you go. Major credit and charge
cards (Visa, MasterCard, and American Express)
are widely accepted throughout Texas.

MEXICO REGULATIONS
General

Visitors must carry proof of citizenship
when crossing into Mexico. Officials of the
National Immigration Institute, posted at border
points, require a passport, photo ID with birth
certificate, naturalization certificate, a consular
report of birth abroad, or notarized affidavit
stating citizenship. On returning to Texas from
Mexico, visitors must stop at U.S. Customs
and declare Mexican purchases.

A Mexican tourist card is required for
destinations beyond the border cities or for stays
longer than 72 hours. Visitors will pay a tax of
approximately 200 pesos (subject to change) for
each person. The tourist card is valid for up to
180 days at the discretion of the immigration
official. A birth certificate or other proof of
citizenship, such as a passport, is required to
obtain the tourist card. Visitors from countries
other than the United States or Canada should
also have an appropriate visa.

Driving Into Mexico

Driving a car into the interior of Mexico
requires an automobile permit. The permit, good
for up to 180 days, may be obtained at the border
after Mexican immigration officials have stamped
your tourist card. Mexico does not allow any
borrowed vehicles to be taken into the interior of
the country past the “free zone.” At this location,
you will have to present the following documents:
registration or title to the vehicle, your driver’s
license, and proof of citizenship (tourist card).

You must also present a letter of authoriza-
tion of travel into Mexico from the lien holder
if you are still paying for the vehicle and do not
have a clear and free title. If your vehicle is rented,
then you must present the rental agreement and
an authorization of travel into Mexico. You must
have a major credit card, which will be charged
U.S. $25. This credit card must be in the name
of the person holding the title of the vehicle or
of the person who rented the vehicle.

Auto tourists must stop at Mexico’s Federal
Inspection Points, located on all principal high-
ways to the interior of Mexico. The auto permit
must be presented for inspection, and baggage
inspection may also be required.

Returning to the United States

Every 30 days, each visitor may bring back
Mexican purchases valued up to $400 duty free to
the United States, including one liter of alcohol.
The next $1,000 worth of items is subject to a
duty of 10 percent. Ask for a GSP brochure from
U.S. Customs.

U.S. federal law permits only one liter of
duty-free alcoholic beverages to be brought back
within a 30-day period by each visitor over 21
years of age. Alcoholic beverages in excess of the
limit are subject to duty and internal revenue tax,
and no more than 3.7 liters (one gallon) is permit-
ted. In addition, Texas law levies a state tax on all
alcoholic beverages brought in from Mexico.

Mexican Currency

Visitors to Mexican border cities will
seldom need Mexican currency. U.S. dollars are
readily accepted at the current exchange rate.
You will get the best exchange rate at the Casa de
Cambio/Currency Exchange Houses. Mexican
banks, large motels and hotels, and tourist service
facilities provide currency exchange if needed.

Prohibited Imports and Required Declarations

Upon entering the United States from
Mexico, certain articles are either prohibited or
subject to various quarantines, limitations, or
special permit requirements. Those articles include
all narcotics or drugs; medication without a
prescription; weapons, firearms, and ammunition;
certain trademarked articles; most fruits, vegeta-
bles, plants, animals, birds, and meats; and
products from the hides, shells, feathers, or
teeth of endangered species.

However, you may take your dog or cat
into Mexico, provided you have a certificate from
a veterinarian stating that all shots have been
updated and the animal is in good health. If you

are unsure of regulations governing the import of
wildlife products, check with local U.S. Embassy
authorities before making a purchase.

Foreign-made articles such as camera,
watches, and jewelry previously acquired in the
United States or elsewhere should be registered
with U.S. Customs before entering Mexico.
Without proof of prior possession, a duty may be
charged on such articles when they are brought
back into the United States.

Declare all alcohol if you have imported
goods to bring back into the U.S. You must also
declare any monetary amount over $10,000. If
you do not declare this amount you will be fined.

Please note that the above summary is only
a general statement of primary travel regulations
between the United States and Mexico. For further
details about prohibited imports, required declara-
tions, or significant changes that may have gone
into effect since this printing, call 800-482-9832.

The mystique long associated
with Texas is easily as big as the
state itself—and there’s a really good
reason for that. Over the past four
centuries, much has happened to
shape this incomparable land, a
place that were fond of saying is
“like a whole other country.” Just
as it takes a while to comprehend
the many events and people whose
influence made Texas what it is
today, it takes some time to experi-
ence the place—after all, it’s got
more than 127,400 kilometers
(79,000 miles) of highway covering
more than 691,000 square kilome-
ters (266,807 square miles) of
landscape! Plan your trip so you'll
have time for the many activities
that Texas has to offer.

HISTORICAL

Although Texas is young relative to sites
across the globe in such locales as Europe and Asia,
the history of this area has been quite eventful over
the past 500 years—yielding a wealth of historical
sites, missions, forts, and battlegrounds—each with
its own fascinating story.
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Before Texas became part of the United States,
several other countries laid claim to the territory
that now composes the state. In 1519 Spain was
first to fly its flag over Texas. When LaSalle landed
on the Texas coast in 1685, France claimed the
Rio Grande River as the western boundary of its
Louisiana Territory. Then Mexico, upon gaining
its independence from Spain in 1821, claimed
Texas as its own.

One of the premier sites of Texas history is
Mission San Antonio de Valero, more commonly
known as the Alamo, which was established by the
Spanish in 1718 and used as a mission until 1831.
The importance of this site, which has been
surrounded by the city of San Antonio over time,
can hardly be exaggerated. Though many brave
men lost their lives at the Battle of the Alamo on
February 23, 1836, the Texians persisted in their
struggle for freedom from Mexico. Weeks later,
on April 21, 1836, Sam Houston and his forces
triumphed over Santa Anna in a decisive battle at
San Jacinto, and the Republic of Texas was born.
The San Jacinto Battleground State Historical Park,
in the Gulf Coast region at LaPorte, commemo-
rates this victory with the San Jacinto Monument,
a towering obelisk that stands 4.5 meters (15 feet)
taller than the Washington Monument.

Bob Bullock State History Museum, Austin.

Visit Washington-on-the-Brazos State Park near
Brenham in the Prairies and Lakes region to learn
stirring details about the signing of the Texas
Declaration of Independence.

Events spanning Texas™ history are document-
ed throughout the state. In the Gulf Coast region,
the Texas oil boom began in 1901 at Spindletop,
near Beaumont, and NASA opened the Johnson

Moody Gﬂrdem Galveston.

Space Center at Houston in 1965. In the Prairies
and Lakes region the silicon chip was invented at
Texas Instruments in Dallas in 1958.

In El Paso’s Lower Valley you can see three
Spanish missions, dating from 1681, which are
older than all other missions in Texas and
California. In San Antonio visit San Antonio
Missions National Historical Park to trace the path
to all of the local missions. Famous battlefield sites
with noble histories are found near Houston at San
Jacinto, and between Houston and Corpus Christi
at Goliad. The Sabine Pass Battleground State
Historical Park marks a battle in a different war:
It’s the spot where a small band of Confederate sol-
diers achieved an improbable victory over a Union
force that was much better armed and much larger.

Frontier forts are scattered throughout the
state, each with its own unique story. Located in
the Big Bend region, the Fort Davis National
Historic Site includes a fort built in 1854 that
served as the only refuge from hostile Indians at
this point on the frontier. On the region’s southern
edge in Presidio, you'll find the huge adobe fortress
of Fort Leaton, built in 1848 on the site of much
carlier Spanish construction.

Texas™ history is told in dozens of museums
across the state, but nowhere is the tale more
vividly presented than at the Bob Bullock Texas
State History Museum in Austin, located in the
Hill Country region. State-of-the-art exhibits and
interactive fun await visitors of every age, and all
are guaranteed a great time, no matter how often
they visit. The exhibits are always changing, with
displayed items on loan from other museums and
collections for a limited time. Best of all may be
the special-effects show called “Star of Destiny,”
which sends thrills through spectators with vibrat-
ing seats, special lighting and sound effects, 3-D
images, and much more. Or explore presidential
history at the Lyndon Baines Johnson Library and
Museum, also in Austin, or at the George Bush
Presidential Library and Museum in College
Station, in the Prairies and Lakes region.

Throughout the Gulf Coast region you will
discover myriad Texas heritage landmarks. In
Galveston, amid the city’s Victorian-style architec-
ture, is moored the 19th-century Elissa, a restored
sailing ship that is also now a museum, and not far
away you'll find the magnificent district called the
Strand, known a century ago as the Wall Street of
the South. Corpus Christi, also on the Texas coast,

offers the Texas State Aquarium and the extensively
renovated military aircraft carrier U.S.S. Lexington.

No matter what region of Texas you choose
to visit, you'll discover the rich heritage that has
formed the state.

WESTERN EXPERIENCE

Whether you're traveling solo or with your
family, you'll find ample ways to immerse yourself
in the cowboy culture. A really great opportunity is
a stay at one of the seven historic working ranches
in Big Ranch Country, a spread of Panhandle
Plains territory that stretches from around
Lubbock to Jacksboro. Begun in the latter 1800s
when the cattle drives were ending, these ranches
now invite greenhorns in to see how the land and
its people have survived and how traditions have
endured. Tours of historic ranch sites, chuck-
wagon dinners, hunting and fishing expeditions,
and cooking events are often part of the fun—plus
you'll go home with a greater understanding of the
ranchers’ commitment to conservation of the rural
life and the Western heritage.

Explorers who yearn for a turn in the saddle
can get their fix at any number of dude ranches
across the state, too. The Elkins Ranch near Palo
Duro Canyon in the Panhandle Plains region offers
up a menu of chuck-wagon suppers and guided
Jeep tours. In the Big Bend area, Prude Ranch is a
century-old operation where you can saddle up and
explore the exquisite Davis Mountains, or just bide
your time till supper is served in the ranch house.
In the Hill Country town of Bandera, known as
the Cowboy Capital of the World, you have a mul-
titude of choices among ranches where you can ride
all morning, chow down around the campfire, and
take a sunset hayride.

Elements of Texas™ extensive legacy from the
Old West are everywhere. In the Panhandle Plains
town of Amarillo, your destinations should include
the American Quarter Horse Heritage Center and
Museum and the weekly Amarillo Livestock
Auction, where more than 100,000 head of cattle
are sold each year. In Palo Duro Canyon’s Pioneer
Ampbhitheater, summer nights are filled with the
sights and sounds of the musical extravaganza
called Téxas Legacies.

Museums celebrating Texas’ Western flavor
are scattered throughout the state. Discover an old
stagecoach stop transformed into a treasure trove
of history at the Annie Riggs Memorial Museum
in Fort Stockton in the Big Bend region, and the
complete story of cattle ranching detailed at the
Cattle Raisers Museum in Fort Worth. Also in
Fort Worth, learn about the lives of women whose
spirit exemplifies that of the American West at the
National Cowgirl Museum and Hall of Fame. In
January and February, you can travel from Fort
Worth to San Antonio to Houston to enjoy the
latest in a long tradition of rodeos and stock
shows, where bull riders and barrel racers compete
and kids show their hogs and steers for ribbons
and prize money.

BEACHES

There’s probably nothing a family enjoys
more than a trip to the beach, and adventures
along the Texas sands can add up to a one-of-a-
kind memorable vacation. Many of Texas’ beaches
are blessed with a good selection of rental houses
and condos, which will enable you to save money

by buying groceries and freshly caught fish and
cooking in rather than going out for every meal.
And all along the hundreds of kilometers of coast-
line, from Port Arthur down to Port Isabel, you'll
find a wealth of affordable activities and attractions.

Sabine Pass, south of Port Arthur, serves as
the jumping-off point for oceanside fun at Sea
Rim State Park, where you'll tramp across a board-
walk trail to get a good look at coastal birds and
marshland flora. The five-mile stretch of coast offers
airboat tours, canoe rentals, and more. From there,
head south along the Bolivar Peninsula to Crystal
Beach, which can also be reached by ferries from
Galveston. Be sure to photograph the venerable
Bolivar Lighthouse, a monument to the old
mariner heritage of the Texas coast.

Galveston Island is lined with sandy play-
grounds, such as Stewart Beach park on Seawall
Boulevard. You'll find jetty and surf fishing at
East Beach (also known as Apffell Park) just east of
Stewart Beach, as well as 52 kilometers (32 miles)
of beach on Galveston Island, populated by hotels,
restaurants, and plenty of amusements. At
Galveston Island State Park, abundant fishing and
swimming ensure that visitors have a great time.
And during the summer the park’s huge outdoor
theater offers musical productions.

Your family will discover plenty of water-side
activities in the Brazosport area, among them
searching for shells, surf fishing, swimming, and
sailing at Surfside Beach. Brazosport is also home
to Sea Center Texas, a marine and aquarium center
developed by the state parks department and other

entities, where you can learn about underwater life
by visiting a hatchery and several giant aquariums.

At Goose Island State Park, a 130-hectare
(320-acre) park on a peninsula between Copano,
St. Charles, and Aransas Bays, a fishing pier and
one of the largest live oak trees in Texas await you.
Plan to meet the shrimping and other fishing
boats returning to Rockport Harbor in the after-
noon so you can buy the freshest catches right on
the docks. Allow at least a day to explore the
Aransas National Wildlife Refuge, the main win-
tering grounds for the famous but nearly extinct
whooping crane. Also seen on tours are alligators,
sandhill cranes, deer, and javelinas.

Port Aransas, which can be reached from
Corpus Christi by ferry or bridge, is a favorite des-
tination for deep-sea fishing and long walks on the
beach. There’s a wonderful birding center here,
too, that provides habitat for an alligator named
Boots, hummingbirds, and a variety of local and
migrating birds. Nearby Mustang Island is the
prime destination for your family for camping
on the sand, surfing, fishing, and swimming.

Corpus Christi is also the access point to
the magnificent Padre Island National Seashore
a 105-kilometer (65-mile) strip of undisturbed,
protected barrier island. Check in at the ranger
station to get information about swimming beach-
es, primitive beach camping, and the nature trail.
At the southern tip of Texas, South Padre Island is
a wonderful place for a family vacation. You can
spend your days bodysurfing in the Gulf, building
sand castles, riding horses on the north end of the

beach, or taking a dolphin and birding tour on
the Laguna Madre. Book a sailing excursion or a
fishing trip, or just rent a kayak and cast your

fly-fishing rod for redfish in the bay.

GOLF

In no place but Texas could you find a golf
course that crosses an international border. But
that’s exactly what awaits you in Lajitas, a border
resort town in the Big Bend region. Lajitas delights
golf fans with a magnificent 18-hole course
that incorporates exquisite Chihuahuan Desert
topography and even has a hole across the Rio
Grande in Mexico.

And that’s just the tip of the iceberg when it
comes to sensational golf courses you're destined to
love. Also in the Big Bend region is the town of
Marfa, famous for its mile-high golf course, a 9-
hole municipal offering in the Davis Mountains,
which typically have the coolest temperatures in
the state during the summer. About three hours
west, in El Paso, you'll find the Emerald Springs
Golf and Conference Center, the 18-hole site
where golf legends Ray Floyd and Lee Trevino first
faced off. Up in the Panhandle, Amarillo is known
for its Ross Rogers Municipal Golf Course, and
Lubbock offers the Meadowbrook Golf Course
and the Shadow Hills Golf Course.

Watch for perils at Abilene’s Diamondback
Golf Club, San Angelo’s Quicksand Golf Course,
and particularly Bogey’s Golf Course in Waco.
Some of the prettiest terrain and least-expensive
golfing are found at naturally landscaped state
park courses, including those at Bastrop, out there
with the famous Lost Pines, as well as at Inks
Lake and Lockhart, both near Austin, and at the
Stephen E Austin State Historical Site at San
Felipe, near Houston.

If what you're after is the renowned Tour
18 courses, head to Houston and to the
Dallas/Fort Worth-area town of Lewisville. These
courses specialize in specific holes that replicate
those at some of the world’s most famous courses,
including St. Andrew’s, Hilton Head, and Augusta.
While you're golfing in the D/FW area, be sure to
check out the Texas Star Golf Course in Euless, a
gorgeous space with century-old oak trees, rock
ponds, and waterfalls.

En route to Austin along I-35, stop in Salado
to play the Robert Trent Jones II course at Mill
Creek Inn and Golf Club, then work your way
through the Hill Country playing some of the best
courses in the nation. At Barton Creek Resort and
Spa in Austin, Fazio Canyons is a big magnet for
duffers, while the nearby Lakeway Inn and
Conference Resort at Lake Travis boasts three
different 18-hole challenges. Among these is the
Yaupon Course, carved into breathtaking lime-
stone countryside with exceptional wildlife-
watching opportunities.

If youre high on watching the pros play the
big tournaments, Texas has several for your consid-
eration. In May, PGA stars match up at the EDS
Byron Nelson Championship at the Four Seasons
Las Colinas in Irving, followed by the Bank of
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Pecan Valley Golf Club, San Antonio.

America Colonial in Fort Worth. In September,
the Valero Texas Open is played at La Cantera in
San Antonio.

NATURE AND OUTDOORS

Hikers in Texas have long known a secret
that people from surrounding states are finally
learning: You don’t have to go to the Rockies to
find great climbs and nature trails—thousands
await you right here in the Lone Star State.

Your family could spend a month taking a
different hike every day in the Hill Country, and
at the end of it you would've just barely scratched
the surface. A good place to start is the wonderful-
ly remote Colorado Bend State Park, whose
entrance is about 32 kilometers (20 miles) from
the burg of San Saba. Inside the park, rangers
will lead you over rocky terrain through fragile,
lush vegetation to beautiful Gorman Falls. By
reservation, they’ll even take you on a crawling
tour of the caves within the park.

At Enchanted Rock State Natural Area, near
Fredericksburg, you and the kids can climb a
famous solid granite dome soaring 130 meters
(425 feet) into the sky. Here you're guaranteed the
very best view of the Hill Country. Just be sure to
arrive carly, as the park rangers turn away visitors
once the parking lot is full. An hour and a half
southwest, near Vanderpool, Lost Maples State
Natural Area offers marvelously scenic hilly hikes
through majestic stands of bigtooth maples that
display brilliant colors in the fall.

The Big Bend region probably offers the
most stunning and challenging landscape for
hiking in the state, and much of it can be counted
as among the best in North America. Big Bend
National Park’s spread of 324,357 hectares
(801,163 acres) encompasses canyons, valleys,
desert, and forest, crisscrossed by 323 kilometers
(200 miles) of incomparable hiking trails and
vistas. Be sure to inquire about backcountry and
primitive camping, too.

Canoeing has become a growing passion
among Texans. One of the excellent canoe sites in
the Prairies and Lakes region is at the Fort Worth
Nature Center, but canoe trippers looking for
longer journeys should head south to Glen Rose
for outings on the Brazos River. One favorite
canoe journey begins in the Hill Country town of
San Marcos and follows the beautiful San Marcos
River southeast to the coast.

Rafting and tubing, another kind of water
adventure, have become mighty popular with
families vacationing in the Hill Country. You
can rent rafts and tubes for splashy fun on the
Guadalupe River in the towns of Gruene or
New Braunfels, or for the Medina River in
Medina or Bandera. Rafting trips on the Rio
Grande, coursing through the canyons of Big
Bend, are booked in the towns of Terlingua
and Lajitas. If kayaking suits your tastes better,
however, look for rentals on Galveston Bay
and on the Laguna Madre, near South
Padre Island.
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Bass fishing, which could become the
official sport of Texas if football is ever outlawed,
is found on just about all of the state’s hundreds
of lakes. Among the numerous choices are Choke
Canyon Reservoir, between San Antonio and
Corpus Christi; Lake Fork, located in the Piney
Woods; and Lake Meredith, an unexpected treas-
ure north of Amarillo.

Birders flock to the Texas Gulf coast regular-
ly, aiming to add as many as possible of the area’s
almost 500 species to their life lists. All along the
coast and in the Rio Grande Valley, travelers seek-
ing feathered-friend sightings know they can find
some of the most elusive birds in existence here at
the nation’s migratory crossroads. Newly opened
in the Rio Grande Valley is the World Birding
Center, a first-class facility where bird-loving trav-
elers find maps, exhibits, guidance, and hospitality.

MULTICULTURAL EVENTS

Just as Texas was shaped by settlers from
Spain and Mexico, its biggest celebrations continue
to be guided by the generosity of the Hispanic
culture. A perfect example of this merriment gets
under way in Laredo and its sister city across the
Rio Grande, Nuevo Laredo, in February, when the
international twins celebrate George Washington’s
Birthday. Since 1898, Los Dos Laredos have hon-
ored the first leader in the New World to free a
country from European rule. Today the party
takes the form of a 16-day festival with parades,
fireworks, and dances.

On or around May 5, cities and towns across
the state sponsor mega-bashes for Cinco de Mayo,
a holiday that commemorates the 1862 Battle of
Puebla, in which a Mexican army defeated the
French. Cinco de Mayo celebrations enliven the
streets of Goliad, Fort Worth, Corpus Christi,
San Antonio, Uvalde, Houston, and San Marcos,
among many others. September features Diez y
Seis, the enormous party heralding the anniversary
of Mexico’s independence from Spain. In San
Antonio, the Diez y Seis celebration includes a
parade and plenty of live music, while Lubbock’s
version features a carnival, children’s programs,
and Tejano, rock, and country music, and Del
Rio’s fete includes dancing, music, and authentic
Mexican food and drink.

The German heritage of Texas is richest
in the Hill Country region, and you'll know
you've found the German fests by the oompah in
the air. In Fredericksburg, the revelers turn out
for Oktoberfest, a weekend-long hoedown with
bierhalles, singing, dancing, live entertainment,
lederhosen, wurst, and kraut. In November,
Warstfest fills the streets of New Braunfels with
the lively spirit of fun and fellowship known as
gemiitlichkeit, and the expanse of Landa Park is
crowded with polka-dancing celebrants.

Big-time Southern fun is on tap in Lufkin
in September, with the event known as the Texas
State Forest Festival. Your family will get a real
kick out of lumberjack shows and chain-saw
sculpture competitions, as well as pig races and
alligator wrestling. The East Texas link to
Louisiana is spotlighted at the Conroe Cajun
Catfish Festival in October, when the downtown
area of Conroe rocks with live music, fried catfish,
and Cajun cuisine for all. New Orleans—style
Mardi Gras fun is served up on Galveston Island
and in the towns of Jefferson and Port Arthur,

while the Texas Saltwater Crawfish and Crab
Festival and then the Gumbo Cookoff bring more
Cajun merriment to Orange in March and May,
respectively.

June 19 is cause for celebration in African
American communities across the state. The
date marks the day in 1865 when news of the
Emancipation Proclamation reached Texas.
The granddaddy of them all is surely the bash in
Houston, when a huge gathering of blues, gospel,
and jazz artists performs at Hermann Park. Parties
also kick off in Dallas, San Antonio, Tyler,
Richmond, and lots of other towns and cities.

SHOPPING

If your family counts committed shoppers
among its members, they'll be happy to find plenty
of opportunities to shop in Texas. What's even
better is that this great state has a booming popu-
lation of outlet malls to serve the most thrifty
of consumers.

In the northern reaches of the Prairies and
Lakes region is Gainesville, the site of one of the
Prime Outlets malls. The Gap and Brooks
Brothers are among the dozens of retailers with
slashed prices here. Just an hour south of
Dallas/Fort Worth, the Prime Outlets mall at
Hillsboro can clothe your family at big savings
with goodies from Nike, Guess?, Eddie Bauer,
Polo—Ralph Lauren, and Izod. And among the
125 stores at the Prime Outlets mall at San
Marcos, near Austin, you'll find discounts on
goods from Bose, Waterford, Samsonite, Armani,
Anne Klein, and Dana Buchman.

If you've won the lottery and discounts arent
such a big deal anymore, congratulations! You can
spend your winnings on great style at Neiman
Marcus, a pioneer in the best of American retailing
that was founded in Dallas. Today’s stores are
located in Dallas, Fort Worth, and Houston, cities
well known for shopping and fashion. Look also
for good buys at the Neiman Marcus Last Call
clearance centers in Austin and Grapevine.

A wide array of the nation’s best stores is, of

course, found in Texas. Nordstrom locations
include the Dallas Galleria, Stonebriar Centre in
Frisco, North East Mall in Hurst, Barton Creek
Mall in Austin, and the Houston Galleria. Saks
Fifth Avenue stores are found in Austin, Dallas,
Houston, Hurst, and San Antonio, while Tiffany
and Co. offers stores in Dallas and Houston.

For prized collectibles that speak of the past,
look for great antiques hunting in the towns of
Gladewater and Jefferson in the Piney Woods, and
Forney, Round Top, and Brenham in the Prairies
and Lakes region. Canton, near Forney, hosts the
mammoth First Monday Trade Days each month,
when thousands of folks show up to buy and sell
antiques and handcrafted goods. For folk art from
around the state, the Southwest, and Mexico, look
to the towns of Buda and Comfort in the Hill
Country and San Antonio in the South Texas Plains.

CITIES/CULTURAL TOURISM

If you want to find the best in urban
American culture, take your family to Houston.
Just be aware that you'll have to stay for a couple
of weeks to adequately experience the bounty of
this city’s museums and attractions. Newest in
town is the Downtown Aquarium, an ocean won-
derland built by Landry’s restaurant company.
Themes throughout the aquarium’s spaces include
Louisiana Swamp, Shipwreck, Sunken Temple,
Rainforest, and Gulf of Mexico. Other Houston
must-sees include the eclectic Art Car Museum,
the historic Battleship Zexas, the planctarium, the
IMAX Theater, the butterfly center at the
Houston Museum of Natural Science, and the
wealth of NASA magic at Space Center Houston.

San Antonio makes history fun for kids and
adults with the hugely entertaining Buckhorn
Saloon and Museum, which features a 4,000-item
collection that includes horns from every imagina-
ble animal, as well as a gunfight at high noon on
the weekends. After you see the Alamo and the
other beautiful missions, be sure to see Alamo: The
Price of Freedom, a film at the IMAX theater that
re-creates the 13-day siege of the Alamo.

Okroberfest, Fredericksburg.
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At the Institute of Texan Cultures, you'll learn
about the 26 ethnic and cultural groups that form
the fabric of Texas and how those peoples came to
call Texas home. San Antonio’s Witte Museum
features the HEB Science Trechouse, a riverside
center with extraordinary interactive science play
for kids of every age.

El Paso is still another place to explore the
history of Spanish explorers and missionaries, start-
ing at the lovely old missions that date from 1682.
Hop the city’s mission trolley for a four-and-a-half-
hour tour of Ysleta, Ysleta del Sur Pueblo (home of
the Tigua Indians), Socorro, and San Elizario. Be
sure to make time to explore the beautiful El Paso
Museum of Art and to see Viva ! El Paso, an out-
door drama in McKelligon Canyon Amphitheater
that tells the story of the region’s heritage.

For an exceptional art experience, head to
Dallas’s Southern Methodist University campus,
home to the Meadows Museum and one of the
nation’s largest collections of Spanish art. In the
downtown Arts District, find a staggering array of
art from China, Japan, India, and Southeast Asia
in the Trammell and Margaret Crow Collection of
Asian Art. From there, it’s a very short drive to
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the Sixth Floor Museum, which examines the life,
death, and legacy of President John E Kennedy.

Forty-eight kilometers (30 miles) to the west
is the nation’s second-largest modern art museum,
the Modern Art Museum of Fort Worth, now set-
tled in its magnificent new home in the Cultural
District. Opened in December 2002, the eye-pop-
ping structure of glass, stone, and steel was
designed by Japan’s Tadao Ando and is as appeal-
ing as the artwork it houses. It’s just a few steps to
the collection of Impressionists at the Kimbell Art
Museum, the Western works of Remington and
Russell and the American photography of Eliot
Porter and Erwin Smith at the Amon Carter
Museum. Kids and adults alike will be riveted by
the dinosaurs and more at the Fort Worth
Museum of Science and History and the rough-
riding women honored at the National Cowgirl
Museum and Hall of Fame, both also located in
the Cultural District.

Austin is loved for its art collections at the
Elisabet Ney Museum, the small but impressive
collection of contemporary art at the Austin
Museum of Art Downtown, the contemporary and
folk art and photographs at the Mexic-Arte
Museum, and the changing collections of photog-
raphy, folk art, and artifacts featuring black history
at the George Washington Carver Museum.

AG/TECH TOURS

the world, speaks of a wild and vast expanse where
cattle and oil created riches for thousands of fami-
lies. There’s still a bit of that going on, but Texas is
becoming more widely known for the many suc-
cessful industries that have developed and estab-
lished themselves here. What's more, visitors are
encouraged to come see firsthand how these agri-
cultural, technical, and medical businesses operate.

The pie-shaped wedge of

Texas that fans out from
its point near the border town of
Mercedes toward Goliad, San
Antonio, and Eagle Pass forms a
vast sun-drenched region known as
the South Texas Plains. Here your
family can spend leisurely days
roaming the lush Rio Grande Valley
and the famed stretch of missions
that speak of early Spanish settlers.
Along the way you'll get acquainted
with the origins of Texas cattle
ranching, a lucrative citrus industry,
and an exquisite variety of bargains
in border shopping.

The hot topic on the South Texas Plains has
been the new World Birding Center, which will
open in stages in 2003 and 2004. Capitalizing on
Texas’ ranking as the primary birdwatching desti-
nation in the United States, the state parks system
will offer the WBC as a system of birding and
habitat sites to include coastal wetlands, palm
forests, and chaparral brushland. Because the Rio
Grande Valley is situated perfectly on the north-
south and east-west flight paths of migratory birds,
the region offers the possibility of sighting any of
nearly 500 species of birds and nearly 250 species
of butterflies. The WBC will be headquartered at
Bentsen—Rio Grande State Park in Mission, with

sites ultimately in Roma, McAllen, Edinburg,
Hidalgo, and Weslaco, as well as in the Gulf Coast

towns of Harlingen, Brownsville, and South Padre
Island. Birders who put the South Texas Plains on
their itineraries also know they can find plentiful
species to add to their life lists by exploring the
wildlands at Santa Ana National Wildlife Refuge
near the town of Alamo and Choke Canyon State
Park near Three Rivers.

That’s not to say that the whole South Texas
Plains region has gone to the birds. What surprises
a good many travelers new to the area is the wide
selection of offbeat attractions, starting with the
Popeye statue on the downtown square in Crystal
City, which boasts a famously abundant spinach
crop, and in Dilley, South Texans honor the water-
melon crop with a giant watermelon statue in City
Park. If you decide you want to immerse yourself
in some of Texas™ oldest and most dramatic history,
you're in the right place for that, too; just head for
the missions in Goliad and San Antonio. The lat-
ter, of course, is the site of the legendary Alamo.

GOLIAD

Peaceful and historic, the town of Goliad
invites you to visit the Hanging Tree; Mission
Espiritti Santo, where cattle ranching had its
beginning; and Presidio La Bahfa, the most
fought-over fort in Texas. Goliad is the third-oldest
municipality. The restored 1894 courthouse, a
focal point of the downtown, is surrounded by
carefully restored historic buildings that contain
residences and quaint shops. Check out the
Market House Museum, Fannin Plaza Park, and
Fort Fun Children’s Park, then take the walking
tour that leads to several historical markers in the
courthouse area. Connecting downtown with the
mission, the presidio, the Zaragoza site, and the
stirring Fannin Memorial is the Angel of Goliad
hike/bike/nature trail. Slightly more than two
miles long, the path winds along the banks of the
San Antonio River.

Long a favorite gateway to Mexico for Texas
travelers, Laredo lies at the southern terminus of
Interstate 35, along the Rio Grande. The bicultural
nature of Laredo and Nuevo Laredo makes this
an ideal place to indulge your every shopping
and dining whim. Both sides of the international
border are packed with markets, shops, and cafes.
Established in 1755 by a Spanish land grant,
Laredo has survived the rule of seven countries.
Today’s visitor will encounter such historic gems as
Fort McIntosh, established in 1849 at the conclu-
sion of the Mexican War, and the Republic of the
Rio Grande Museum, which is housed in a build-
ing dating from 1839. Visits in February promise
to be especially lively, as that’s when Laredo and
Nuevo Laredo put on an extravagant two-week
fiesta to celebrate Washington’s Birthday.

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From the marshy waters at

Port Arthur, hundreds of

miles south around the
Coastal Bend to the isolated sands
at Boca Chica, the inlets, peninsu-
las, bays, and islands of the Texas
Gulf Coast have seen their share of
history. The Spanish first arrived in
1528 when Cabeza de Vaca ship-
wrecked just off Galveston Island;
next came the Franciscans, who
focused on building their missions;
then the conquistadors moved in
and launched expeditions in search
of rumored cities of gold. The
French were led by the explorer
La Salle, who landed in 1685 near
Indianola, and then the pirate Jean
Lafitte imposed his buccaneering
ways on Galveston around 1817.
Eventually the 19th century
brought the Europeans in ships to
Galveston. These immigrants would
go on to work farms and ranches,
develop milling empires, and perfect
their handiwork in fine architecture
and furniture.
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This part of Texas has seen other milestones
in American history as well. In Beaumont the
1901 gusher Spindletop became Texas’ first oil
well; the Johnson Space Center became the center
of the nation’s space program in Houston in the
early 1960s, and the country learned a lot about
rock '’ roll in the late 1960s from a Port Arthur
native named Janis Joplin. In recent years, the
world has come to realize that the best birding
anywhere is right here along the Texas Gulf Coast.

Beach lovers can find dozens upon dozens
of sandy playgrounds up and down the coastline.
Crystal Beach near Galveston and Surfside Beach
in the Brazosport area offer great family vacation-
ing in uncrowded places, while Galveston Island
adds a perfect balance of history and culture to the
seaside experience. Port Aransas is great for fishing
and consuming large quantities of fresh shrimp,
while the Padre Island National Seashore is one of
the most pristine sites on the entire coast.
Kayaking is popular around Galveston Bay, and
sailing is the rage at windy Corpus Christi. Fly-
fishing is best in Laguna Madre, next to South
Padre Island, where dolphins play and the birding
is superb. The only problem a contemporary
explorer will have is deciding how to spend the
available time.

NASA’s Johnson Space Center provides the
home base for America’s astronauts. Aside from the
NASA attraction, visitors here enjoy the waters of
Clear Lake and Galveston Bay, with access from
the communities of Kemah, League City, Nassau
Bay, Seabrook, and Webster.

The King Ranch, founded in 1853, takes
up 3,382 square kilometers (1,300 square miles),
an area larger than the state of Rhode Island. Life
on the king ranch in the early 1940s is depicted in
an award-winning photographic essay by Toni
Frissell. Saddles from all over the world, Texas flag
replicas, and antique carriages and cars are on
display for visitors. HWC &Y

PORT ARANSAS

At the upper end of Mustang Island, this
quaint village just across the bay from Corpus
Christi gives you leave to relax and spend time
with your family in a condo or cottage near the
sand, or muster your energy to haul in a big catch
on any of several deep-sea fishing charters. You can
see dolphins on a nature tour or have a look for
some of the hundreds of species of birds known to
visit this part of the coast.

The very tip of Texas' beloved barrier island
is also the party headquarters of the coast. Both
the busy Gulf side and the quiet Laguna Madre
side of the island are lined with large and small
condos, restaurants and nightspots, and loads of
recreational options. Horseback riding, windsurf-
ing, sailing, fly-fishing, surf fishing, miniature golf,
birdwatching, and dolphin sighting are some of
the diversions, but you may choose just to roam
the sands for seashells and sand dollars. If the
shopping bug bites, Matamoros, Mexico, is just a
short drive away.

In Port Aransas visit the Port Aransas
Birding Center and Paradise Pond Birding
Habitat. In Corpus Christi explore the Art
Museum of South Texas, the Corpus Christi
Museum of Science and History, the Texas State
Aquarium, and the U.S.S. Lexington Museum on
the Bay. In Kingsville you'll find the John E.
Conner Museum and the King Ranch Museum.

Day 5: Harlingen, Brownsville,
South Padre Island

In Harlingen see the Laguna Atascosa
National Wildlife Refuge and the Texas Air
Museum. In Brownsville, walk through the Rio
Grande Valley Wing of the Commemorative Air
Force Museum, the Gladys Porter Zoo, or the
Historic Brownsville Museum. Catch a ride at the
South Padre Island Equestrian Center or catch a
wave at Schlitterbahn Beach Waterpark.



Piney Woods

In deep East Texas, the

Piney Woods region is

filled with riches just wait-
ing to be discovered by travelers in
search of natural beauty and the
intrigue of the past. The region’s
wealth lies in nature and history.
Among the four national forests,
the national nature preserve, miles
and miles of dogwoods, and stun-
ning spreads of azaleas that would
rival any in the South are a dozen or
so historic sites that tell the oldest
stories of our state’s beginnings.

Stretching from Texarkana in the northeast-
ern corner of the state down to the booming
Houston suburb called The Woodlands, the forest-
ed expanse of Texas that hugs the Louisiana state
line encompasses one of the Texas Historical
Commission’s heritage tourism tracks, this one
called the Texas Forest Trail Region. Covering 35
counties, the trail plots many stops that provide
glimpses of the early people and landmark events
of Texas. In Alto, a town on the Old San Antonio
Road, you'll see how the Caddo Indians worked
and lived from A.D. 800 to 1300 at Caddoan
Mounds State Historic Site. At Weches, a replica
of Mission San Francisco de los Tejas stands at the

site where missionaries built the original around
1690, and at Nacogdoches, where several of the
Texas rebels first attempted to establish a republic,
is the Stone Fort Museum.

Among the more unusual offerings are the
annual Yamboree in Gilmer, celebrating that town’s
favorite crop, and the peculiar flying machine in
Pittsburg that was created before the Wright broth-
ers’ historic flight. For a different kind of fun, take
some time to explore the region’s thousands of
acres of water playgrounds. In northeast Texas, the
beautiful Caddo Lake lures you with its moss-
draped cypress trees along the water’s edge, while
further south, Toledo Bend and Sam Rayburn
Reservoir offer some of the best fishing in the
state. Canoeing fans won't be able to resist the
sloughs and marshes in Martin Dies Jr. State Park,
located at the edge of the magnificent Big Thicket
National Preserve.

CONROE

After two major fires devastated the forestry
prospects in this area, the discovery of oil in 1931
was a boon to the town’s economy. The Heritage
Museum of Montgomery County offers displays
and a general store that give children a special look
at Conroc’s beginnings. See the Crighton Theatre
downtown, a 1934 center for vaudeville produc-
tions that has been converted to a movie theater
and a venue for live drama.

HUNTSVILLE

There’s no doubt who was the famous resi-
dent here—his 60,000-pound stone statue rises 21
meters (67 feet) into the sky near Interstate 45. Sam
Houston is also honored hereabouts at a memorial
museum complex bearing his name, built on a 7-
hectare (18-acre) plot that belonged to the hero of
the Republic. Other notable sites in Huntsville
include the Blue Lagoon, an artesian spring—fed
rock quarry, and the Texas Prison Museum.

JEFFERSON

A Southern belle of a town, Jefferson was
wildly rich in its heyday as a bustling riverboat
port, with steamboats plying the Big Cypress
Bayou on their way to New Orleans. Now the
town is a big weekend-getaway destination, thanks
to some 60 charming bed-and-breakfast inns and
guest houses. The lovely old Carnegie Library mer-
its a visit, as does the Jefferson Historical Society
Museum. Riverboat tours take explorers onto Big
Cypress Bayou and Caddo Lake, and horse-drawn
carriage tours meander through the vintage brick
streets of the picturesque downtown.

For a small town, Kilgore has a weighty her-
itage.

These wells collectively produced
more than 2.5 million barrels of the black crude
while they were in operation. Today you'll see the
original derrick and a dozen replicas, and a granite
monument honoring the families who pioneered
the industry in East Texas. That will prime you for
a visit to the East Texas Oil Museum, where exten-
sive displays chronicle the early boom days.
Nearby is the Rangerette Showcase, devoted to the
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world’s first precision drill-and-dance team.

The best word for this museum is “eclectic.”
You might come across anything from vintage
firearms to bottles reclaimed from Judge Roy
Bean’s saloon, from a stuffed two-headed goat to
a South American shrunken head—not to mention
a collection of 400 bells from around the world.

While this town is jam-packed with tourists
during the spring wildflower season, you can see
acres of gorgeous flowers almost year-round at
Wildseed Farms, immediately east of town. This
German settlement has become a hospitality center
for the region, thanks to approximately 300 bed-
and-breakfasts both in town and on nearby farms
and ranches. Add an abundance of sophisticated
shopping options along Main Street, and you have
the criteria for the ideal getaway.

Many an adventurer has

proclaimed that until you

explore the Big Bend, you
haven’t really experienced Texas.
That's mostly because the massive
expanse of mountain, desert, and
sky in the state’s most southwestern
corner serves as the purest form of
the raw beauty and character of this
unique state.

Intrepid explorers in the Big Bend region
discover the joys of rock hunting at the Woodward
Agate Ranch, outside of Alpine, and sipping wine
at the state’s oldest winery, Val Verde, at Del Rio.
You'll revel in the cool waters of one of the world’s
largest spring-fed swimming pools, at Balmorhea
State Park; if you prefer hot springs, you'll find
those bubbling up next to the Rio Grande in Big
Bend National Park and also west of Presidio at
Chinati hot springs. You'll see stars and suns and
planets in the clearest imaginable sky at McDonald
Observatory near Fort Davis, a town that also
boasts one of the nation’s best-preserved cavalry
forts. Enjoy a day of horseback riding or join a
three-day cattle drive in Big Bend Ranch State
Park. For golfers, an opportunity to hit the links
awaits at the newly renovated resort at Lajitas. This
18-hole course includes an optional swing across
the border into Mexico.
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The 685-kilometer (425-mile) reach of Texas
landscape between El Paso and Del Rio bestows a
particular kind of restoration of the soul. Legend
are the stories of people who came to Big Bend for
a bit of R&R and wound up leaving their stressful
lives back home in favor of a new existence is the
Chisos, Davis, or Chinati Mountains or some other
place along the Rio Grande or Pecos River. That’s
how compelling you'll find this land of cactus and
rock, blessed as it is with a full palette of wildflow-
ers from February through August and kissed by
cool summer nights. After one visit you'll under-
stand why travelers return again and again for reju-
venation and for the perspective that time spent
amid nature’s wonder can provide.

ALPINE

Dubbed the Hub of the Big Bend, Alpine lies
between the Davis and the Glass Mountains, with
Big Bend National Park to the south. Its mild cli-
mate and beauty, along with its array of shops,
antiques stores, and art galleries, make Alpine a
primary tourist destination. Initially established as
Murphyville in 1882, it became the seat of
Brewster County in 1887. Alpine has a historic
downtown area and a walking and driving tour.
Visitors can stop by the Museum of the Big Bend
or spend their days swimming, hiking, golfing,
mountain climbing, camping, and hunting.
During the appropriate season, hunters harvest
mule and white-tailed deer, pronghorn antelopes,
javelinas, and upland game birds.

This park encompasses the entire southwest-
ern tip of Texas, 324,357 hectares (801,163 acres)
along the bend formed by the Rio Grande as it
turns north. The river flows through the park for
190 km (118 miles). The terrain features sheer
rock canyons and rugged mountains, some more
than 2,134 meters (7,000 feet) in elevation, and
the climate changes accordingly. Within the park
thrive more than 1,200 plant species, 75 species of
mammals, 450 species of birds, and 67 species of
amphibians and reptiles.

Rangers conduct walking tours throughout
the year. Facilities include visitors centers, a post
office, National Park Service campgrounds, a trail-
er park, stores, gas stations, and a lodge. Lodging is
limited; advance reservations are recommended.

This popular destination on the Rio Grande
reels in lots of outdoorsy types, who come to
scuba dive, fish, and ski the azure waters of enor-
mous Lake Amistad. Right in town, San Felipe
Springs feeds a giant, crystal-clear pool in a lovely
public park, and it’s an easy trip to Val Verde
Winery, the oldest in Texas. If you're hunting for
great bargains, check out downtown Del Rio and
Ciudad Acufia, a shopping district just
across the border.

This border town, named after Manuel

FORT DAVIS AREA

According to a favorite saying out here,
“From Fort Davis, the rest of Texas is all down-
hill,” an apt claim for the state’s highest town, with
an elevation of 1,539 meters (5,050 feet). Located
in the beautiful Davis Mountains, Fort Davis
offers a climate that is usually milder than that of
the rest of Texas. Horse riders can be seen on the
streets, and the jingle of spurs is a common sound
in local establishments. You'll also see the stars like
you never have before. Nurture your interest in
the Old West by visiting the restored Fort Davis
National Historic Site and by examining the
Overland Trail, the nation’s longest unpaved road,
which runs right through town.

A multicultural community conveniently
located midway between San Antonio and El Paso
on Interstate 10, Fort Stockton is only 161
kilometers (100 miles) southwest of Midland
International Airport. Home to numerous motels
and excellent restaurants, the town is within driv-
ing distance of major sights and sites in the Big
Bend Country. Be sure to visit Ste. Genevieve

Lajitas, which
was at one time a cavalry post established to pro-
tect settlers from Pancho Villa and his raiding
gang, has been significantly transformed into a lux-
ury resort with private airport, golf course, first-
class hotel with lavishly furnished rooms, spa, and
exceptional dining choices. Terlingua, by contrast,
had its roots in a long-abandoned quicksilver min-
ing operation and has managed to retain much of
its rustic charm in funky old shops, cafes, bars,
motels, and the occasional art gallery.

LANGTRY

The illustrious Judge Roy Bean, whose repu-
tation was well earned, claimed he had named the
settlement for the English actress Lillie Langtry,
nicknamed Jersey Lilly. He founded the town in
1881, and although he never met his dream girl,
he nonetheless created a legend of himself and his
place by administering his own special brand of
justice from a courtroom-in-a-saloon in the middle
of nowhere. Today the judge’s post has been recon-
structed and is graced by a wonderful cactus gar-
den. Serving as a prime stop along the Rio Grande
and an excellent information center, Langtry is
about an hour from Del Rio.

MARFA

This far West Texas town is where you'll learn
about the Marfa Lights, an enigma that appears
almost nightly in the Chinati Mountains and can
be seen from a new viewing station just east of
town. No certifiable explanations have accounted
for this phenomenon, but the strangely glowing,
slightly bobbing lights have been seen consistently
since 1883. It’s reason enough for a party, the
Marfa Lights Festival, thrown every year on Labor
Day weekend. Named for a character in The
Brothers Karamazov by Dostoyevsky, Marfa offers
the utter Texas paradox of cowboys and art in one
tiny place. You'll find restaurants serving New
American cuisine patronized by hat-wearing ranch-
ers who are on their way to the latest gallery open-
ing. The town is filled each year with folks sipping
lattes at the Marfa Book Company or attending
the newest show at the world-renowned Chinati
Foundation.

Find fun at Billy Bob’s Texas, the Cowgirl
Hall of Fame, the Fort Worth Stockyards National
Historic District, the Modern Art Museum of Fort
Worth, the Sid Richardson Collection of Western
Art, or the Texas Motor Speedway. Have lunch or
go shopping in Sundance Square.

Day 4: Arlington, Glen Rose

Take in a Rangers baseball game at the
Ballpark in Arlington. Spend the day at Six Flags
Hurricane Harbor or Six Flags Over Texas, but
don’t miss Fossil Rim Wildlife Center in Glen
Rose.

Day 5: Dallas

Enjoy a day of culture in the Dallas Arts
District, which includes the Dallas Museum of
Art, the Dallas Theater Center, and the Trammell
and Margaret Crow Collection of Asian Art. Also
see the African American Museum, Fair Park, the
Sixth Floor Museum at Dealey Plaza, and
Southfork Ranch. Have dinner and enjoy shop-
ping at West End Marketplace and Dallas Alley.

Day 6: Irving, Sherman, Denison

Dallas Cowboys Football Club and Texas
Stadium, and the Mandalay Canal await you in
Irving; Austin College and the Red River
Historical Museum are highlights of Sherman.
Denison boasts great antiques shopping, Lake
Texoma, the Hagerman National Wildlife Refuge,
and the Eisenhower Birthplace State Historic Site.



The great sprawl of the
most northwestern section
of Texas reaches from west
of Fort Worth to the magnificent
river-cut canyons and plains beyond
Amarillo. An expanse of scenery—
and history—like no other place in
the Lone Star State, it gives cre-
dence to the characterization of the
Texas landscape that has so often
been presented in films and novels.
You'll find a horizon layered with
rifts in the earth that make implau-
sible the idea of settlers’ crossing
them at all, whether on horseback
or by wagon.

But cross and conquer they did. In time, the
Panhandle Plains became Big Ranch Country, so
named when the cattle drives to northern markets
ended and ranchers put up fences to corral their
herds. Today, your family can get acquainted with
this intriguing past by spending a day or a week-
end at any of several historic ranches—among
them the famous 6666 (Four Sixes), Pitchfork, and
Guitar—near the towns of Jacksboro, Guthrie,
Abilene, and Lubbock. Your hosts will be descen-
dants of the families who founded these legendary
cattle operations, and their bounty of stories, land-
marks, and Texas hospitality will deepen your
appreciation for their work and heritage, which
continues today.

The magnanimous spread of land invites
you to examine the past at such unexpected cultur-
al sites as the American Wind Power Center in
Lubbock, where more than 100 windmills in most
unusual designs are displayed, and the public
library in Canadian, tucked away inside the rather
fancy building erected in 1911 by the Women’s
Christian Temperance Union. If geology thrills
you, head north of Amarillo to Alibates Flint
Quarries, a national monument, or to Caprock
Canyon State Park. History buffs will want to
wander the Texas Forts Trail that commands stops

at the likes of Fort Belknap, Fort Concho, and

Panhandle-Plains Historical Museum, Canyon.
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Palo Duro Canyon.

Fort Griffin, while fans of pop culture won't be
able to resist the retro attractions along Route 66,
which runs west through the heart of Amarillo.

ABILENE AREA

In 1881 the T&P Railroad put down tracks
to a settlement close to what was Fort Phantom
Hill. Part of Texas’ famous chain of forts, this one
was built in 1852 to protect settlers from the
Apaches and the Comanches. You'll be able to
experience this historic episode when Frontier
Texas! opens in the spring of 2004. Today’s Abilene
offers a cultural district with examples of historic
architecture such as the Grace Hotel, a 1909 rail-
road stop that now houses the Grace Museums.
Also downtown is the 1930 Paramount Theatre,
an important venue for classic movies and plays.
Just south of town is Buffalo Gap Historic Village,
which re-creates life from 1870 to 1920 with
authentic period structures.

Amarillo’s growth from an
1887 railroad camp to a booming center for ranch-
ing and farming has been steady and strong. A tes-
tament to this is the weekly auctions at Amarillo
Livestock Auction and the legacy displayed at the
American Quarter Horse Heritage Center and
Museum. Recently named one of the 50 most
Western towns in the United States by True West
magazine, Amarillo attracts more than 1.6 million
visitors annually from around the world.
